Muthuramalinga Thevar College, Usilampatti, Madurai District, Tamil Nadu, India.

Our area people shall always appreciate the services of leaders who worked for the cause of the
downtrodden in the society.

A life-size bronze statue of Late P. K. Mookaiya Thevar, a prominent follower of Late leader Pasumpon
Muthuramalinga Thevar, have been installed in Usilampatti town and in the campus of Usilampatti Pasumpon
Muthuramalinga Thevar College.

Pappapatti Kattamuthu Mookaiya Thevar was born to Mr. Kattamuthu Thevar and Mrs. Chinnamal on
4 April 1923 in Pappapatti village, near Usilampatti, Madurai district, India. He hailed from the Piramalai Kallar
Community, the dominant warrior caste group in his home district. He had participated in many social activities
as a student leader. He had taken several steps to the upliftment of Piramalai Kallar, a major sub-sect of Thevar
community in Southern Tamil Nadu.

Late leader P. K. Mookaiya Thevar, was a member of Forward Bloc party from his college days. He
studied in The Madura College, Madurai and was even elected as a student leader. But poverty drove him to
discontinue his studies. It was this time, his friends, Mr. C. Ragupathi Thevar and Mr. Kamana Thevar
introduced him to Late leader Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar. After interacting with P. K. Mookaiya Thevar
for just a couple of minutes, Late leader Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar, decided that
Mr. P. K. Mookaiya Thevar should contest from Periyakulam Assembly constituency, which was then under
Madurai.

In 1952, Mr. P. K. Mookaiya Thevar contested from Periyakulam (later the constituency was replaced by
Usilampatti due to delimitation) and registered his victory from Usilampatti constituency in the next five
consecutive assembly elections in 1957, 1962, 1967, 1971 and 1977 as a Forward Bloc candidate. He was also
elected as an MP from Ramanathapuram. In 1967, he served as a pro-tem Speaker and even administered the oath
of the late CN Annadurai.

As a Piramalai Kallar, Late leader P. K. Mookaiya Thevar had known how the community suffered due to
its past history as a Criminal Tribe. To get rid of the shame that hung over their name, he started to build
educational institutions and named them after Late leader Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar. He was the one
who first idolised Muthuramalingam, a Maravar by birth. He built a life-size statue, which is placed at
Goripalayam in Madurai. It is claimed that he was the one who started to celebrate “Thevar Jayanthi’ in memory
of Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar whose birth and death anniversary converge on the same day
(October 30). It is for all his efforts, late P. K. Mookiah Thevar too finds a place of pride in the paintings in the
village temples of Usilampatti taluk.

In 1963, he was elected as Vice President of All India Forward Bloc after the death of Pasumpon
Muthuramalinga Thevar. In 1971, he was elected as the President of All India Forward Bloc. He died on 6.9.1979
and was laid to rest in the premises of Pasumpon Muthuramalinga Thevar College at Usilampatti.

This area people urge the Government of Tamilnadu to observe the birth centenary of late leader
P. K. Mookaiya Thevar as a state function and to name the state-run school for Piramalai Kallar students in his
native place Pappapatti after the late leader.

With the rapid development of science and technology and the internationalization of scientific activities,
international academic awards are becoming more and more popular and influential.

Numerous international academic awards are established to encourage and motivate individuals for new
educational endeavors and to reward past excellent academic achievements. On behalf of our college, we have
organized a special ceremony through which some international academics are to be honoured.

International Seminar is an extra-curricular course designed for advanced students who are interested in
comprehensive, interdisciplinary learning experiences about different regions of the world. Each year, the focus

varies. In our college, international seminar is arranged today 04.04.2022 for the welfare of our college students
and teachers.
